DIRECTOR’S REPORT

C/Martin excused himself
from the meeting.

Ch/Wood welcomed public comments at this time.

Mr. Doug Kosinski, residing at 7305 Glen Terra Drive,
Lansing, MI 48917, was present on behalf of the
Citizens Against Extending Michigan Avenue
(CAEMA). He expressed concerns with Delta Charter
Township voting to proceed with the Michigan Avenue
extension project. Mr. Kosinksi explained CAEMA’s
issues with the proposed project based on the “fact
sheet” CAEMA compiled, which was distributed to the
Commission. Mr. Kosinski said based on information
provided in the “fact sheet” there is no clear compelling
public benefit in extending Michigan Avenue (see
attached). Mr. Kosinksi reviewed each of their points in
detail which reinforces their strong opposition to the
project.

Mr. Kosinski requested that TCRPC consider Michigan
Avenue and its placement on the priority list and its
allocation of funding and asked TCRPC to express their
desire to authorize cancellation of this project. He said
if this is not possible, they ask that TCRPC at a
minimum, help CAEMA to ensure that all regulations
are adhered to and that the maximum amount of care is
taken to mitigate damage to homeowners, wetlands,
wildlife habitat and other things negatively impacted by
this extension. They finally ask TCRPC to consider
putting a cap on the funds that are made available to this
road extension.

C/Wood recommended that that public comments be
addressed under the transportation action item.

Coleman provided a current assessment of the ARRA
balances at each Commissioner’s place. Staff is
monitoring project bids through MDOT’s bid letting
website. C/Small said MDOT meetings are scheduled to
discuss ways of expediting these postings.

C/Rodgers asked if overruns can be used between
projects within the same jurisdiction, i.e. Ingham County
Road Commission projects. Hamilton replied that
expenditures up to 120% of the federal amount can be
used on a first come first serve basis; however, transfers
can not occur between projects. Hamilton noted that
based on the net savings in the region at this point, funds

are available to advance the Lansing Holmes Road
project.

Ch/Wood reported on the August 19, 2009 Executive
Committee meeting.

Ch/Wood said action is being requested on the
resolution enclosed in packets, which is in support of a
“Partnerships for Change: Sustainable Communities”
grant. The resolution requests that TCRPC affirm its
support for the Urban & Rural Service District/
Boundary (URSD/USB) Committee and its pursuit of
research and grant opportunities related to the successful
and equitable development of an urban service boundary
policy.

Ch/Wood explained that the URSD/USB Committee has
been meeting for a number of years as an
implementation activity of the Regional Growth project.
Coleman briefed the Commission on activities of the
Committee.

Ch/Wood discussed the match requirements affiliated
with this grant opportunity and noted that Meridian
Charter Township has offered to be the applicant.
Coleman added that this grant is not intended to provide
funding. The Land Information Access Association
(LIAA) traditionally provides services to their grant
recipients. LIAA will send in a team to work with the
Committee to explore tools that might be helpful in
implementing goals of the Committee.

Ch/Wood deferred to Coleman to discuss recent
meetings staff has had with the Lansing Economic Area
Partnership (LEAP). Coleman said staff met with
LEAP’s Intergovernmental Committee to discuss
whether or not LEAP would be interested in
participating in this grant opportunity. Coleman noted
that LEAP is also in the process of looking at what
services they would like to see collaboration on in the
urbanized area. It is uncertain if LEAP will participate
at this time.

It was MOVED by Ch/Wood, SUPPORTED by
C/Monsma, to adopt the resolution of support for a
“Partnerships for Change: Sustainable Communities”
grant.

C/Veenstra requested clarification on the LIAA grant
process, which Coleman addressed. C/Veenstra
expressed his support for the resolution.

C/Tennis expressed concerns with statements in the
resolution with regard to “road functions” in the third
whereas. Coleman explained that those quotes were
taken directly from the Regional Growth project and that
the URSD/USB is an implementation activity of the
growth project. Many road representatives were
involved as stakeholders of the Regional Growth
project. Hamilton noted that the results of the
“transportation functions” adopted in the Regional
Growth project is being implemented through the
transportation and MPO process.

MOTION CARRIED: C/Tennis was opposed.

Ch/Wood said the Executive Director provided updates
on various other activities.

C/Pizzo reported on the August 12, 2009 Program &
Grant Review Committee meeting. C/Pizzo thanked
C/Rodgers for chairing the meeting in his absence.

C/Pizzo noted that the Michigan Natural Resources
views TCRPC as a clearing house for applications and
therefore are asked to review and comment on all
applications made to the MDNR for recreation
improvement and land acquisition grants.

C/Pizzo reported that applications from the City of St.
Johns: Access Point for Rail Trail; and the City of
Potterville: USDA Water and Sewer Application were
both given favorable reviews by the Committee

Coleman said the resolution of support for the Great
Lakes Association of Regional Councils that was
previously discussed at the July 29" TCRPC meeting
was assigned to this Committee for evaluation and
recommendation. At the Committee meeting, there was
consensus to wait for the organizational meeting results
before considering TCRPC’s involvement in the new
association.

C/Pizzo said notice of the Grand River Expedition was

provided to the Committee. TCRPC environmental staff
has been providing some support for this effort.

Coleman addressed questions raised that were raised at
the Committee meeting as follows. With regard to the
question about the price of land to be purchased by St.
Johns, Coleman spoke with St. Johns staff who indicated
that they provided the assessed value of two parcels, but
there is also an existing building which is why the cost
seemed significantly high. There was also a question
about the type of funding for the Potterville project.
Potterville staff said the USDA has a program where
you can apply for the grant first, and if the grant is not
received they have an opportunity to apply for a loan.

Coleman noted that the Program & Grant Review
Committee was given the authority many years ago to
review projects and submit any comments to the funding
agencies due to timing constraints. Commission action
is not required.

Coleman reported on the July 24, 2009 Regional Growth
Steering Committee meeting in the absence of C/Martin.

Coleman said this Committee meets quarterly to receive
updates and provide comments on progress of
implantation activities of the Regional Growth project.
Coleman provided brief updates on the URSD/USB
Committee efforts, Greening Mid-Michigan activities
and the Planners Brown Bag luncheons. Coleman
extended invitations to the Commission to attend any of
the brown bag lunches. Coleman said the next
Committee meeting is scheduled to be held on October
23,2009.

C/Bauerle reported on the August 12, 2009
Transportation Review Committee meeting.

1) TIP Amendments — MDOT Trunkline Project List
. C/Bauerle said the listed MDOT projects are either
new, have cost adjustments, or year adjustments,
etc.

It was MOVED by C/Bauerle, SUPPORTED by
C/Tennis, to approve MDOT’s Trunkline project
list.

Skinker explained that this list was from a hybrid

list. He said those projects that do not have a hand
written comment are existing TIP projects. The

Commission is only being asked to act on the new
projects.

TIP Amendment — MDOT 2010 General Program
Account (GPA)

C/Bauerle said GPA’s are programmatic types of
activities where projects are not broken out
individually.

It was MOVED by C/Bauerle, SUPPORTED by
C/Freeman, to approve MDOT’s FY 2010 General
Program Account additions. MOTION CARRIED
UNANIMOUSLY.

Regional 2035 Long Range Plan Project List
C/Bauerle said the Commission is being asked to
provide preliminary approval of the proposed
projects list that was enclosed in packets in order to
begin the federally required modeling process.

It was MOVED by C/Bauerle, SUPPORTED by
C/Pizzo, to give preliminary approval of the long
range plan project list in order to begin the
modeling process.

C/Pizzo introduced himself as representing Delta
Township and proceeded to address Mr. Doug
Kosinski’s earlier comments on the extension of
Michigan Avenue. C/Pizzo stated that the Delta
Township Trustees voted to continue the project
extending Michigan Avenue from Creyts to Canal
in July. C/Pizzo stated the Delta Township Board’s
position on this project.

C/Veenstra asked if the Township has appropriated
$320,000 for the project. C/Pizzo said funds have
been set aside in the Capital Improvement fund.

‘He explained that there is a balance in their reserve

designated for this purpose.

Skinker explained that staff is applying the
mandatory increase of 5% which is the inflated cost
based on the estimated construction cost (2009
dollars). Hamilton said this procedure is being
applied statewide and is being done uniformly
across the state. Hamilton said Commission
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state that if a project cost or bid estimate goes over
- 120% of the federal amount that needs to be
reported to the committee. If additional federal
funds are available from somewhere else it could
be shifted to cover any overruns, or it could be
capped at the 120% federal level and additional
funds would be covered locally. C/Small said
projects for the most part are 80/20.

With regard to the public comment concerning
opportunity for public involvement, C/Rodgers said
public input/involvement has been strengthened in
recent years. She inquired about opportunities the
public were given to comment on the proposed
project. C/Pizzo explained the township’s process
since the beginning of this project. He also noted
that the CAEMA has made their opposition known
to the Delta Township Board. C/Tennis also noted
that CAEMA was before the Eaton County Road
Commission last night. C/Tennis noted that federal
regulations have been followed for public input
through this process.

C/Hewitt asked about the impacts of pulling this
project in meeting the proposed growth patterns in
the area based on studies and analyses.

Hamilton said he was able to trace this project back
to 1973 Street and Highways plan that was
prepared at that point. At the same time, there was
a comp plan done at the township that also included
this project. This project has been included in
every subsequent plan prepared by TCRPC. He
said the Township prepares a Capital Improvement
Program every four years, which has also included
the project. Hamilton answered yes; this project
has been modeled repeatedly with the growth
assumptions and is currently in the 2030 Plan and
in the current TIP, which conforms to the current
Plan. If this project is pulled, the current Plan will
collapse and everything would need to be
remodeled, which would have significant impacts
on the region. It would cost approximately $30,000
dollars and take a minimum of 180 days to
remodel. Hamilton said it is crucial that TCRPC
maintain conformity status.



Hamilton said the base year of the 2035 Plan is
2010 and everything has to be done in conforming
periods, which includes 2011-2018, 2019-2025,
2026-2030, 2031-2035. He noted this project is
considered in the existing and committed portion of
the base line network, since it is a committed 2010
project. Hamilton said projects can be moved
around within periods, but project can’t be moved
between periods without remodeling and all project
must be in the current TIP. TCRPC completes
TIP’s every two years and Plan’s every four years.

C/Rodgers raised the quality of life issues Mr.
Kosinski expressed concerns about. She asked if
these issues were considered by the Township.
C/Pizzo said the Township has had this project in
their plans for a number of years, as mentioned
earlier. C/Pizzo noted that developers provided the
township with easements and setbacks consistent
with the Township’s zoning, etc.

C/Tennis explained that there is a mandated process
that local governments and the TCRPC need to
follow. He expressed the fact that there are
members of Eaton County feel that this project is
necessary.

Ch/Wood recognized public comments at this time.

Mr. Kosinski restated CAMEA’s opposition to the
proposed project he also stated that public
opportunities to comment were not publicized.

Mr. Kosinski commented that no environmental
impact studies, noise mitigation, clean water act
studies, etc. has been done at this point.

Ch/Wood suggested that in the event TCRPC
provides preliminary approval on the proposed list
of projects , that all parties involved look at
possibilities of compromising with the citizens in
dealing with their concerns related to noise, lights,
environmental impacts, etc.

C/Veenstra called the Commission’s attention to
project #70 as it has not been approved by the
Meridian Township Board. C/Rodgers said this
project is being included on the list at the request of
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one of their public agencies. This has not been
acted on by the Ingham County Road Commission
either. C/Rodgers said this project must be
included on the list in order to receive federal
funding. C/Veenstra also noted that he is not
supportive of Projects #65a and #39.

C/Hewitt Called the Question. Ch/Wood called for
a vote on calling the question. MOTION
CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Ch/Wood called for a vote on the motion on the
table to give preliminary approval of the long range
plan project list in order to begin the modeling
process.
