Additional comments received for Wilson Road (option #56) and Farm Lane (option #54) are as follows.

Wilson Road:

There is no good entrance to MSU from the East. Shaw Lane is too close to Grand River and the queues from the signal to the north block this road. To the south the
railroad creates major delays. With Wilson road being relocated farther south and near the railroad crossing, we will be able to signalize the intersection and coordinate it
with the signal which controls the raflroad crossing. Thus we can be certain that there will always be access to the campus from the east even when a train blocks Hagadorn

Road. (similar gperation of Trowbridge at Harrison).
This road will be critically needed when we begin the construction of the $ 550 million FRIB project.
Farm Lane south of Mt. Hope: It is anticijpated that the reconstruction of Farm lane on campus will greatly change the traffic patterns coming to and leaving the campus.

Farm Lane should become the front to MSU. The intersection of Farm Lane and Forest will be 2 major problem because the vast majority of the traffic has to complete a
perpendicular turn. With the addition of a horizontal curve (similar to Forest at Colling) the major move will become a through movement. The widening will also be needed to

accommodate the anticipated increase in traffic.
