Attached is a copy of the Tri-County Regional Planning Commission’s draft Regional 
2030 Transportation Plan Supplement and the draft 2008-2011 Transportation 
Improvement Program (TIP).  Your agency or organization was recently invited to 
participate in an interagency consultation process to share and exchange plans and 
inventories and thus improve coordination in local community planning and 
development efforts generally, and in transportation planning specifically.  Some of you 
attended the consultation meeting on May 8 and provided comments or letters with 
helpful insight to guide the planning process.  It is in this spirit of cooperation that we 
share drafts of these documents. 
 
The Tri-County Regional Planning Commission recently completed this Draft Regional 
2030 Transportation Plan Supplement for all of Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham Counties 
and respective cities and villages.  The Regional 2030 Transportation Plan Supplement 
documents the Commission’s compliance with new requirements of the Safe 
Accountable Flexible Efficient Transportation Act:  A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-
LU) in areas such as public participation, consultation, environmental mitigation and 
other items.  We call your attention especially to the following sections which 
specifically address new requirements.  The section beginning on page 3-1 of the plan 
supplement (page 4-3 in the TIP) addresses consistency with Land Use and Economic 
Development Plans.  Consultation requirements have been upgraded and are addressed 
beginning on page 4-1 in the Plan (4-4 of the TIP).  Finally, additional requirements for 
addressing environmental mitigation activities in developing transportation plans are 
addressed in the section beginning on page 13-1.   
 
In addition, also enclosed is the Draft 2008-2011 Transportation Improvement Program 
(TIP) for the Lansing Metropolitan area.  The TIP documents all federally funded road 
and transit projects to be funded throughout Cl aton and Ingham Counties 
beginning October 1, 2007 through September 30,
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
